:\lr. .:\leCt·ary was l.Jom in \ ' ::tncleruurg County, 
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Ind .. on the 23d of February, 1814. In that early 
period in the history of the Indiana Territory the 
facilities for securing on education were very poor, 
and as be had no means with which to attend the 
colleges of tile East, his advantages were necf.'ssa­
rily limited. His boyhood days were spent in n 

manner similar to that of all lads in a like condi­
tion, a.nd on attaining to mature years he started 
out in life for himself. On the 6th of February, 
1834, he was united in murri11ge with Miss Nercissa 
Mangum, and they began their domestic life in 
Gibson County, where Mr. McCrary began clear­
ing and developing a farm lying along the banks 
of Big Creek, but the situation was not a healthful 
one, the fever and ague seemed fastening itself upon 
tllem, and in the fall of 1835, in order to avoid its 
ravages, they sold out and starteo for the 'Vest. 
They first made a location in McDonough County, 
Ill., where they spent the winter in a schoolhouse, 
as the immigration to that part of the country had 
been so great in the previous few months that no 
o welling could be obtained. l\lr. l\IcCrary at once 
be)!an the erection of a cabin on what was known 
as t,l,e military tract, but before the new home was 
c••mpleted, on Lhe 4th of April, 1836. there was 
horn unto them in the little schoolhouse a son. Not 
lung afterward, however. they were installed in 
their new home. Great difficulty was experienced 
l•y the seWers of that day in procuring their claims 
and ?llr. McCrary shared in the disadvantages wl1ich 
fell to the lot of man_r. After having mane con­
siderable improvement nud occupied !tis new home 
a year, the agent who harl the ian<! in charge visited 
the settlement anrl put such a high price upon the 
property that our subject felt unable to pay the 
sum. It certainly was a most discouraging inci­
dent, and with little hope of better success he trav. 
eled over portions of McDonough, Hancock, Adams 
uncl 'Warren Counties, hut everywhere met with the 
same difficulty. 

After some time spent in this manner, l\Ir. 1\Ic­
Crary became satisfied t;hat he could not find a home 
in tuat locality, and concluded to cross the Father 
of Waters to what was known as the Black Hawk 
purchase, and sec if he could not meet with better 
success in that region . Accordingly , in the 1vinter 
of 1836-37, accompanied Ly his brother, J. C. 2\[c-

Crary, and his wife's brother, A. W. Mangum, be 
started for Iowa. There were at tho.t time twelve f; 
inches of snow upon the grounrl, but with tools, 
bedding and ten days rations for man and beast, 
they started out, their vehicle being a wagon box 
placed on runners. At \Varsaw they crossed the 
Mississippi River on the ice, and in the same man-
ner made their wa.Y up the Des Moines River about 
forty miles, until reaching wl!at is now the center 
of Yan Buren County. Driving inland for a few 
miles they located on the south side of the river, 
but llere also expeiienced some difficulty which wus 
occasioned by land speculators who traveled through 
the country, marking out the lan<l into large traets 
which they would sell at their own price to stran­
gers who wen~ desirous of locating in piece. This 
pra·;tice was carried on to such an extent t.hat it 
became necessary to adopt by-laws to regulate their 
contliding interests . By tile new law one man 
could not hold more than a quarter-section or land 
unless he bought it. This proved but pat·tially 
successful, however, as the speculators would com­
.bine and c:laim the best portions of the country, 
trading between one anothn so as to e vude the law. 
l\Iuch advantage was taken in this manner of those 
who wishe(l to makes homes in the community, but 
l\Ir . .McCrary and his comrades were not so easily 
deterred from the object of their trip to Iowa. 
They informed tbemselves in relation to the claim 
law in order to know what they were required to 
do, then located land aml remained on tile same 
'.lllti! they had erected cnbins, .vhen they returned 
to Illinois. 

In the spring of 1837, accompaniect by his faith­
ful wife, )Jr. McCrary started for the ne w home tn 
the wilds of the Black Hawk purchase, which was 
then a part of the Territory of Wiscousin, arriving 
at their destination on the ~3d of April. A little 
log cabin in the midst of a grove of timber, and fur­
nished witll few nf the comforts of life, was, their 
home. Their neighbor3 were far distant, and fre­
quently the red men would be among their visitors; 
many privations and hardships were to be endured, 
ctifficnlties and obstacles were to be overcome, and 
the work which lay before them of developing a 
farm was no easy task, but though the patlt was a 

rugged one, it led to a home and competeucr, and 
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ever looking forward to the result to be attRinecl. 
their hardshivs seemed the lighter. They have pros­
pered since coming to Yan Buren County, an<'l Mr. 
McCrary is numbere<'l among the substantial citizens 
of the community, yet success has not always been 
stten<'lant upon his footsteps. During the years of 
1839, 1810 and 1841, a fin~tncial panic was upon 
the country. the effectf of which were felt by many 
of the early settlers. In fact some were unable to 
pay for their lands, an<'l l\Ir . .1\IcCrary, with others, 
determined to secure only eighty acres, and availed 
himself of the pre-emption law to secure that 
amount. However, by industry and economy he 
han saved sufficient to purchase another eighty 
eighty acres, and h!s hope of procuring a home for 
his family was at length realizen. He continued 
his fanr.ing operations for many years, and hecame 
the owner of one of the finest country homes in 
the county. His zeal and energy paved the way to 
success, and as the result of his earnest efforts he se­
cured a property which now places him in comfor­
table circumstances and enables him to live in retire­
ment from the busy cares of life. 

l\lr. 1\lcCrary has not labored alone for his own 
interests, hut has been a prominent man in public 
places, and while serving in official capacitiee has 
aided greatly in th e advancement of the county's 
interes ts. In the yeat· 1841 he was elected Justice 
of the Peace, a position which be held through suc­
cessive elections for eight years. In 1848 he re­
presented Yan Buren Connty in the 8tate Legisla­
ture, ueing the fi r~t to hold the office after the 
acloption of the constitution. He was a member 
of the General Assembly when the clif!l cnltics arose 
in relation to the boumlary be tween Iowa ann :\lis­
sollri.He was an opposer of the first constitution of 
Iowa in consequence of its limitation of the western 
boundary line of the State, and vote<! for the con· 
stitution which is now in vogue. In 1850 l\lr. Mc­
Crary was agj,in elected a member of tbe General 
Assembly, and <luring that session tlle revised code 
was adopte1l. So ably did lle represent his eon­
stituents in the Lower House that in 1852 he was 
elected to the Stale Senate. During that term pro­
visions were made for removing the capital to Des 
Moines, and making an appropriation of tbe old 
State House in Iowa City for a State Cniversity. 

In 1860 he again served as State Senator, in the 
term which embraced the period of the war, and 
when the nuties of the legislators were fraught 
with deep interest and often times with peril. He 
was chairman of the Senate committee to which was 
referre<'l the first bill in Iowa asking fur a Sunday 
law. On the same committee, and opposed to Mr. 
McCrary as a Christian man, was a radical infidel, 
wiJo did all in his power to prevent the passage of 
the bill, but through the instrumentality of our 
subject and other friends of the meMure it became 
a law. 

In the fall of 1833, when a young man of nine­
teen years, Mr. McCrary made the good confession 
and unitccl with the Christian Church. Althougb a 
busy man, his time well taken up by business and 
political inter1•sts, he has ever found time to devote 
to religious work. With the Bible as a guide, and 
with its promises and precepts ever before him, his 
course has been such as to win him the respect and 
highest regard of all with whom he came in con­
tact. Not ashamed or afraid to express his views, 
he has ever taken his stand on the side of right and 
opposed the wrong. 'Yhile a member of the Legis. 
lature, in addition to Lis favming a bill for the 
Sunday law, lle did much in that important position 
for the cause of Christianity, and so pronounced 
was he on the side of momlity that he was never ap­
pro'lchen by those who were willing to make of 
politics a eorrupt thing or a means of securing 
money . About the year 1858 he was chosen one of 
the Eifler~ of the Christian Church, of Pleasant 
Hill, and in that capacity faithfully served for many 
years, having the approval of the congregation. 
In his Christian life. as in his business life, he has 
met with failures, yet he has profited by experience 
and with pure motives pressed onward. Charitable 
and benevolent, the poor find in him a friend, tbe 
discourag-ed, a sympathizer.

her husband many years. She came to Iowa in 

it~ Territorial clays, and dietl in Keosauqua, in 
1850. 

George G. \Vright was educated in the State 
University of Indiana, being graduntecl in the clas~ 

of '39, wbile in his twentieth year, after which he 

read law at Rockville, Incl., under the tutelage of 

his brother, Joseph A. Wright, afterward Governor 

of Indiana. and was arlmitterl to the bar in the 

State Courts of that Stnte in 1840. In Scptclllber 

of that year he came to the Territory of Iowa. and 

in Xovember established l.timself in practice in 

Keosauqua, then one· of the most promising towns 

in the Territory. A thorough Whig in political 
sentiment, the JOung lawyer at once took promi­

nence in his party, and was chosen Prosecuting 

At.torney of his c:ot!nty; he was also elected to the 
State Senate for the term of 1848 anti 1850. In 

the latter year he was the "- hig candidate for 
Congress in a di~trict comprising the whole south­

ern half of Iowa, but the waning strength of the 
party was not equal to the ta~k of electing him, 

although his vote exceeded that of the general 
ticket. In .Tanuary, 18;j5, anrl while yet under 

thirty-five years of age, his ability and teaming as 
a lawyer anrl his personal populal"ity led to Lis 

election as Chief Justiee of Iown, to which posilion 
he was re-elected, holding the office for a period of 

fifteen years. or until UliU, whE-n he was elected 
to the l:nited States Senate. At the close of Lis 
Senatorial term, .Judge Wright deelinetl a re-elec­
tion, preferring, ns more congenial, the practice 
of his profession to the more exciting arena of 
politics. 

··llis time on the :Supreme Bench r·over~ the 
mo;:t important period in the judicial history of 

the :-itate. The 3tloption of the Curle :>ystem and 
jurlicialconstmction of it is emLracerl in it. Judge 
\\"rigltVti opinions will ue fOlliHl in all the Iowa 
H.cports from \'oluute 1 to \ "olume 30, and the 
lawyer. wltetltet· he Le in lowa, Maine, California 
or elsewhere. will lind in tl10~e volumes precedents 

on general law that he may cite with confidence to 

:my court. a'surcd that they will he accepted with 
respeet rtnd will cnrry weight nnd authority with 
them."

Benr·h, ,Judge Wright remo\'etl from Keosauqua to 

JJcs :'IIoines. which hn~ sinc·e been his i;ome. In 
the fall of that year be nssociatcd witll himself 

,Judge Cltestcr C. Cole, of the same court, in tl.Ie 

org:utizntion of the Iowa Law School (tile first 

law school west of the 1\Iississippi l{iver). Judge 

Wright had had a number of students in bis office 

during the two or three years preceding. and sev­

eral applications for a like privilege suggested the 

formation of a school. in w!tich, during the first 

year, twelve ~tudents pursued the study of law
