On the record of prominent business men and leading financiers of Union !
county appears the name of George W. Bilbo, who is living on section 5, ITigh- |
land township, and is one of the large landowners of this part of the state.
His success has come to him through judicious investment and well directed
energy and in business affairs he has at all times manifested sound judg-
ment, keen diserimination and strong executive force. He is well known in
Union county, for his entire life has been passed here, his birth occuring
within its borders June 26, 1859.

His father, Benjamin D. Bilbo, was a native of Kentucky, where he spent
the days of his boyhood and youth.  With his parents he removed to Indiana,
settling near Perrysville, and in that state he was married to Miss Maria Rob-
ertson, also a native of Kentucky. The year 1856 witnessed their arrival
m Jowa and they settled in Union county, entering land from the government
in Ilighland township. Not a turrow had been turned nor an improvement
made upon the place and the entire county was largely unsettled, giving little
evidence of the rapid development which was soon to occur, transforming it
from a wild and sparsely settled district into oune of the populous, thriving H
and prosperous counties of this great state. Benjamin Bilbo resolutely car- |
ried on the work of the home farm until 1862, when in response to the coun-
try’s call for aid he offered his services to the Union, joining Company H  _
of the Twenty-ninth Iowa Volunteer Infantry. With that ecommand he went
south and was killed in the battle of Jenkin’s Ferry on the Saline river, April
3, 1864, thus laying down his life on the altar of his country. His widow
survived him and reared their family and she now makes her home with
George W. Bilbo of this review, who is one of a family of two sons and a
daughter, the brother being J. A. Bilbo and the sister Mrs. Eva Barber, the i
wife of David Barber, of Afton.

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1906 he consolidated the two daily papers then
existing into the Boone Diiily and Weelly Nerrs-
Repihlica.

In 1907 Mr. Goldthwaite hecame postmaster ot
Boone, which positicn he occupied eight years and
three months. In 1912 he built the present News-
Republican Building at 812 Keeler Street, a brick
and terra cotta edifice occupying about 30x100
feet. with the basement for the press roon. In
time six typesetting machines were installed and
4 fast tubular press, which gets out two editions
a day of the News-Republican,  a publication
which is considered one of the best in the country
for a city the size of Boone. In 1923 Mr. Gold-
thwaite purchased the Loone Cownty Pioneer, the
last remaining Boone County newspaper, and the
News-Republican now has the exclusive field.

Mr. Goldthwaite is well known to the fraternity
of the state, having been successively elected as
president of the Upper Des Moines Press Associa-
tion of the older days, and president of the Iowa
Press Association, the present organization. In
1930 Mr. Goldthwaite completed forty vears in
the journalistic calling in lowa and [llinois and
has lived to see his present bublication grow from
two hand compositors and an Army press print-
ing one page at a time. to the equivalent of thirty
hand compositors and a press capable of print-
ing a sixtcen page paper at the rate of 30,000
per hour. It is a romance of journalism which
the editors of the "40s would never have dreamed
possible any more than they would have at that
time expected to see a six and eight-story build-
ing built at Boone.

Mr. Goldthwaite 1s a Baptist by faith, and a
member of the Rotary Club, the local Elks Loedge
and all the Masonic Orders including Za-Ga-Zig
Shrine of Des Moines and Des Moines Consistory
No. 3.

One ot the most valued
and frequently honored citizens of Creston has
heen Mr. Scott Skinner, former mavor, legislator,
pusiness man and banker.

Mr. Skinner is a native of Iowa, born at Mar-
tinshurg in Keokuk County, February 249, 18H2.
His parents, Joseph and Harvriett Caroline (Mor-
gan) Skinner, were natives of Indiana, but were
married in Towa. his father coming to Towa Ter-
Fitory in 1RG4 and hix mother in 1< His erand-

father, Joel Skinner, was a native of Pennsy]
vania. and en coming to Towa in 1xdd Settled.\(’)_
4 farvm in Keokuk County, and spent his la:;
vears at Creston. The maternal grandfather wa,
William Sane Morgan, a native of Kentucky Wﬁs
meved to Keokuk County in Ixd6. He V\;as 0
i_‘armw and for twenty vears held the office o?
justice of the peace.

,.J“ﬁ“')h .\‘kiljm'r un}rmmin; o U.nion County
cettled on a farm, where he lived from 1868 t
1x71. and then entered the service of the Ch'o
cago. Burlington & Quincy Railway in the loc;;
machine shops, and remained there until his death
in 18UT. at the age of sixty-thivee. His widow
curvived him until 1807, passing away at the
age of clghty-cne. Both were active members of
the Congregational Church, and the father was
a Republican in politics. They had a family of
four daughters and three sons, Scott being the
oldest and the only one now living.

Seott Skinner during his i’m,\l\.odd in Keokuk
County lived on a farm, learned its routine work
and has made his own opportunities as he haé
gone through life. In 1871, when he was nineteen
vears of age, he moved to Creston, and in 1872
Beeame -a locomotive fireman. In 1876 he was
premoted 1o engineer, and for four years, from
1854, pulled the rast mail over this division. M,
Skinner gave up railroad work as a vesult of the
great railway strike of ISsx IFor several years
following he became local representative for the
Combard Investment Company of Kansas City,
handling farim Joans in this territory. Later he
established his independent office in real estate
and did an estensive business in that line and
in handiing loans and investments until 1922,
He is vice president of the Fivst National Bank
of Prescott, Towa, and 18 a stockholder in the
Creston Naticnal and the lowa State Savings
Banks of Creston.

Mi. Skinner was a member of the board of
supervisors from T=0d to 1402, This service was
followed by four years in the office of mayor of
Creston, until 1606, and he was appointed post-
master by President Rovsevelt and reappointed
by President Taft, wiving eight years to the ad-
ministration of that office. M. Skinner was 2
member of the State Legislature in the Thirtieth
and Thirtyv-tirst General Assemblies. He gave to
(reston a thoroughly economical as well as pro-
gressive administration, getting the city out of
debt. and while he was mayor the first payment
was made on the city park, and the fire engine
house was erceted. From 1911 to 1913 he was
a meniber of the Creston School Board.

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He has filled chairs in the B. P. O. Elks and is
a member of the Knights of Pythias and Creston
Commercial Club.

GEORGE JUDSON STEWART was for many years
a notable figure in the commercial and civic life
of Chariton, being one of the best known busi-
ness men in that section of the state.

He was born mear Rock Island, Illinois, No-
vember 13, 1840, and his pavrents, Dr. William Q.
and Salome (Bentley) Stewart, moved to Iowa
in the early territorial period, locating at Agency
in Wapello County in 1845. His father died while
living there and later the family moved to Knox-

“ville and from there to Albia, where George
Judson Stewart grew to manhood. He had his
first experience in the mercantile business there
and later moved to Chariton, where he bought
and shipped wool in company with Daniel Eiken-
berry. Later these men formed a partnership
to carry on a lumber, grain and stock business.
The firm was continued with mutual advantage
until the death of Mr. Eikenberry. A few years
later Mr. Stewart sold his interest in the busi-
ness, and he and his son, H. B. Stewart, formed
the G. J. Stewart Lumber Company of Chariton.
He was active in this business until his death on
“*agust 15, 1927.

Jhe late Mr. Stewart was a Knight Templar
~4son and Shriner. He was ready in response
to calls upon his time and means to help in a
civic and community way and served as a member
of the city council and on the school board.

Mr. Stewart, married in 1863 Amanda C.
Cramer, a native of Pennsylvania, but whose peo-
ple came at an early date to Albia, Iowa. The
Stewart family is of Scotch ancestry and the
Cramers were German. Mr. and Mrs. Stewart

had two children: Mrs. Zora Harper and Harry

Bentley Stewart, both of whom vreside at
Chariton.

PauL G. THONN came to Iowa as a young at-
Porney shortly after the close of the World war,
In which he saw active service overseas, and has
enjoyed an increasing prestige as a lawver and
citizen of Northwood, Worth County.

Mr. Thonn was born in Telemarken, Norway,
March 10, 1892, son of Hans H. and Dorothea
(Week) Thonn. His mother is still living in
Norway. His father, who died there in 1904,
Was an educator and gave forty years of his life
to teaching in one school.

Paul G. Thonn when fifteen vears of age came
to America with some friends, and lived his first
. Years in America at Moorhead, Minnesota. He
attended grade schools there and was graduated
from the State Normal at Moorhead in 1911. For
Several years he taught school at Evansville, and
O two years was superintendent there. In 1914
€ entered the University of Minnesota, graduat-
Ing in the literary and law courses in 1918, and
Was admitted to the Minnesota bar.

. N the meantime, in April, 1918, he enlisted,
/8 sent to Jefferson Barracks, Missouri, with

the Ordnance Corps, for three months was in the
camp at Augusta, Georgia, and arrived overseas
in time to serve in the Argonne sector. In July,
1919, he was returned home, and received his
honcrable discharge at Camp Dodge, Iowa.

Mr. Thonn was in the law offices of Nye, New-
ton & Dodd at Minneapolis until 1920, when he
came to Northwood, Iowa. He was associated
with T. A. Kingland until November, 1921, when
he bought the practice of Mr. Kingland and
looked after his private practice and his official
duties until 1927, when O. J. Wardwell became
associated with him as a partner, and together
they carry on a leading practice in Worth County.

Mr. Thonn is former county attorney of Worth
County, at first as assistant to L. T. Bosworth,
in 1920, and later was chief of the office from
1923 to 1929. He is a Republican, is a Royal
Arch Mason, a past president of the Northwood
Commercial Club and member of the school board.
He was commander of the local post of the Ameri-
can Legion in 1921-22. :

Mr. Thonn married, August 20, 1924, Miss
Agnes Torgerson, of Northwood, daughter of
Rev. A. J. Torgerson, who for many years was
pastor of the Norwegian Lutheran Church at
Northwood. Both her parents are living. The
two children of Mr. and Mrs. Thonn are Paul G.,
Jr., born August 19, 1925, and David T., born
March 15, 1928.

WALTER BrUCE HowEeLL. Printing, the art of
producing impressions from characters or figures
on paper or any other subject, is comparatively
of modern origin, only 400 years having elapsed
since the first book was issued from the press.
Yet there is proof that the principles on which
it was ultimately developed existed among the
ancient Assyrian nations, and, according to the
eminent authority, Professor Douglas, printing
from movable types was probably practiced in
China as early as the twelfth or thirteenth cen-
tury, as there are Korean books printed from
wooden clay or movable types in 1317. The great
discovery was that of forming every letter or
character of the alphabet separately, so as to be
capable of rearrangement and forming in suc-
cession the pages of a work, thereby avoiding the
labor of cutting new blocks of types from every
page. From that time printing has made great
advancement and today it may at once be desig-
nated as a craft, a trade, an art, a profession
and a science. Among the leaders of the printing
craft of Jowa few have better records for accom-
plishment as business men and for contributions
to the development of their calling than Walter
Bruce Howell, who 1is widely and favorably
known at Waterloo, Iowa, as a thorough master
of his craft and a citizen of public-spirited
motives.

Walter Bruce Howell was born at Healdsburg,
Sonoma County, California, on March 29, 1869, a
son of Prof. Saul Sylvester Howell, who was born
at Springfield, Clark County, Ohio, December 25,
1841. Professor Howell was a son of John Gil-

Scott Skinner was born February 29, 1852, and died December 2, 1936.
He came with his parents to Union County in 1868, where he was reared
on a farm and lived until the age of 19 when he moved to Creston, Iowa,
where he became a call boy for the C. B. & Q. Railway Company.

A few years later he became fireman, then engineer, later retiring to
engage in the real estate business in Creston. He also became interested
in banking, being a stockholder and director in several banks in his
community. .

He served as mayor of Creston and later as postmaster during the
Theordore Roosevelt administration.

In polities Mr. Skinner was a republican and served as representative
from Union County in the Thirtieth and Thirty-first General Assemblies.

He is survived by two daughters, Mrs. Emma Giffey of Creston and
Mrs. Margaret Day of Afton, a step-son, Thomas L. Groves and three
grandaughters.

Therefore, Be It Resolved by the House of Representatives of the
Forty-seventh General Assembly, That in the passing of the Honorable
Scott Skinner, the state has lost a valuable and honored citizen, and the

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SIMPSON-STOUT

The “Simpson Hill,” an old landmark which is
located one mile west of Afton, has been a place
where several generations of Simpsons have lived
and still do. The first Simpson was Lafayette and
Adeline (Hathaway) Simpson who came to Union
County from Madison County, Ohio by team and
wagon in 1854. In 1881 he moved to Washington
County, Kansas and remained there until he died.

Waliter S. Simpson Sr. was associated with his
father, Lafayette, in farming and in 1883 he mar-
ried Henrietta Susan Nauman, a native of Virginia,
and they came to this same farm where they carried
on general agriculture and stock-raising, making a
speciality of hogs and cattle. He also raised draft
horses. He was a life-long Republican and for six
years served on the board of supervisors. His history
is in the Ide Book of Union County. This home was
blessed with two sons and two daughters. One son
was Walter S. Simpson Jr. who is my father and he
too lived here about 19 years.

He married Inez Anderson and moved to Kansas
and -made their home for several years. Then they
returned to Union County where he worked on the
C.B.& Q. Railroad for many years and then in later
years farmed some. He and Inez had two sons,
William who lives in Plummer, Minnesota, Charles,
who lives in Port Angeles, Washington, and one
daughter Mary, who married William Harry Stout
in 1946 and came to live on this same Simpson farm.
Harry farmed with horses for several years until his
health failed, so Mary helped out lots with the
farming. They had four daughters, Ellen, Carol,
June and Jeanne.

Ellen married Alan Jensen of Creston, lives in
"Afton and has three sons, William, Tony and Andy.
Alan works at “Simco” at Osceola as a welder
having worked their 11 years.

Carol married Marvin McFarland of Afton and
they have a son, William Scott, Carol is employed at
Gits” Brothers in Creston and Marvin works at
Wellman’s. They, too, live at Afton.

June and Jeanne attend East Union School, June
is in ninth grade and Jeanne is in eighth. They with
their mother, Mary Simpson Stout, still reside on
the Simpson farm west of Afton and are still raising
some cattle and hogs. Harry passed away in 1968.

Dairying has always been an important part of
the Simpson farm. Milking machines have been
used on the farm since 1929, the first being powered

whose children are the fifth generation of Simpsons
to live on the land. Ron and Karen Henry Simpson
have two daughters, Kim and Deb. Mike and
Beverly Clements Simpson are parents of Jane and
Jim Simpson, Jim being the only male descendant of
the fifth generation bearing the Simpson name. Two
daughters also blessed the home of Rex and Helen.

SCOTT SKINNER

There are a few direct family links to Creston 100
years ago and one of these is Mrs. Fred Day of
Creston. Her father, Scott Skinner, started working
for the Burlington railroad 100 years prior to 1969.

In 1869 Skinner started working as a call boy for
the Burlington out of Creston. He later became a
fireman on the road and then was engineer for the
fast mail run to Pacific Junction.

In 1879 he married Mary Morey; she had been
born in Switzerland and lived in Creston with the
Abe Keith family. She died in 1906.

During the strike of 1888, Skinner left the rail-
road and became a real estate and insurance man in
Creston.

From 1893 to 1899 he served on the county board
of supervisors and was chairman of the board during
part of this period. He was elected mayor of Creston
in 1899 and served two terms before becoming a
member of the legislature during the 30th and 31st

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Skinner was Creston postmaster from 1906 to
