ENOCH BELRY.

IEnoch Beery is the owner of three hun-
dred and twenty acres of valuable land in
Salem township, located on section 22 and
as a general agriculturist and stock-raiser
he has become well known by reason of
his practical enterprising methods and his
enviable success. He was born in Balti-
more township, Henry county, on the 6th
of October, 1856, and is a son of Levi L.
and Margaret (Short) Beery, both of
whom were natives of Fairfield county,
Ohio. The paternal grandfather was
Isaac Beery. It was the year 1842 that
Levi L. Beery came to this county and
had located, after which his wife and two
children joined him, he having been mar-
ried in Fairfield county, Ohio. He pur-
chased land in Baltimore township, secur-
ing a tract of timber situated on Big
Creek. Only a few acres had been cleared
anc he at once began the difficult task of
cutting away the timber, clearing out the
brush and grubbing out the stumps.

Marion McVey, deceased, who for

In the yeur 1850 the parents
came from Indiana to Iowa, settling in
Jackson township, llenry county, near
Salem, where Jolm McVey purchased
eighty acres of land. This was unim-
proved and he hegan its cultivation and
development, transfurming it into a pro-
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ductive tract. He has since been a resi-
dent of the county, covering a period of
fifty-six years and he now resides in Jack-
son township, being one of the venerable
pioneer settlers of this part of the state,
who has long witnessed the changes that
have occurred here, bringing about the
present advanced state of development.

Marion McVey was a youth of ten
summers when brought by his parents to
Towa, and his youth was spent under the
parental roof, ahile in the common
schools he acquired his education. Dur-
mg the periods of vacation he worked in
the fields and had thus gained practical
knowledge of farming when he started
out in life for himself. He traveled to
some extent through the western states
prior to his marriage, which important
event in his life occurred on the.2sth of
September, 1879, the lady of his choice
being Miss Charity Scarborough, who
was born in Henry county, March 12,
1859. She, too, was indebted to the pub-
lic school system for the educational privi-
leges she received. Her parents were John
L. and Eunice (Hiatt) Scarborough, na-
tives of North Carolina, and of Ohio re-
spectively and the latter was a daughter
of Isom Hiatt, who was likewise born in
the Buckeyve state. Mr. and Mrs. Mec-
Vey became the parents of seven chil-
dren, three of whom died in infancy : Guy
J., born July 30, 881, married Mabel
Flossie Jameson and now lives in Keo-
kuk, he owning a farm in Missouri; Mel-
vin M., September ., 1883, at home; FFor-
est L., December 13. 1889; and Eunice
E., April 19, 1892, are still living.

At the time of his marriage Mr. Mc-
Vey owned a farm of eighty acres in sec-
