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BIOGRAPHICAL 
JAMES ALBERT S~UTH. 

::\o history of Mitchell county, nor indeed of Iowa, would be complete 'Nithout 
extended reference to James A. Smith, who for many years has been prominently 
connected with the lumber trade in this state and in Minnesota and who, more­
over, has had a marked influence in shaping the politi~al history of the common­
wealth as a member of the general assembly. 

He was born in Castile, \Vyoming county, New York, February 4, r8sr, a 
son of Davis W. and Emily S. (Wells) Smith, who were natives of New Eng­
land, the former born in Vermont and the latter in Connecticut. They always 
remained residents of the east and in the Empire state James A. Smith was 

''!,red and educated. He obtained his education in the common schools of 
!stile, :'\ew York, remaining a resident of the Empire state until 1869, when, at 

the age of eighteen years, he made his way westward and established his home 
in Osage, Iowa. He had already studied civil engineering and followed the pro­
fession for three years. He afterward engaged in merchand'ising in company 
with his brother, G. W. Smith, under the firm style of Smith Brothers, opening 
a grocery store which they conducted from 1874 until 1882. In 1877, however, 
they had also embarked in the retail lumber business under the firm name of 
G. W. & ]. A. Smith. They established a yard on West Main street in Osage, 
at the same location where the business is still carried on. In r88r they estab­
lished two branch yards in South Dakota, one at Kimball and the other at 
Chamberlain. In r882, when they sold out their grocery store, G. W. Smith 
removed to Wausau, \Visconsin, in order to better supply the yards with lumber 
and to superintend their manufacturing interest at that place. His death, how­
ever, occurred in the fall of that year and the firm then disposed of the Wisconsin 
end of the business. In r883 James A. Smith became owner of the retail yards 
and since that date he has continued to establish yards elsewhere. Something 
of the immense volume of the business is indicated by the fact. that in 1909 he 
was operating forty yards. At that time the business was incorporated upder the 
name of the James A. Smith Lumber Company, with head offices in Osage, the 
incorporators being James A. Smith, his two sons, Fred C. and Leland A. Smith, 
F. W. Annis and E. J. Scofield. At the present time James A. Smith has largely 
retired from the active management of the business. Since 1900 he has been 
instrumental in organizing the Royal Lumber Company, the Superior Lumber & 
Coal Company, the Smith-Hovelson Lumber Company and the Smith-Thielen 
.Lt~mber Company, all with headquarters in Osage. The yards of the Smith Lum-

reason of the continued growth and development of his business interests. 
::VIr. Smith has become one of the foremost lumber merchants of this section of 
the country. In r890 he was also one of the incorporators of the Osage Electric 
Light, Heat & Power Company, in which undertaking he \vas associated with 
W. L. Eaton. They first built a steam plant near the depot in Osage, but this 
was burned to the ground in 1894. They then rebuilt at the river, using water 
power, and Mr. Smith remained an active factor in the ownership and conduct 
of the business until 1904, when it was sold to the present owners. vVhatever 
he has undertaken he has carried for·ward to successful completion, for in his 
vocabulary there is no such word as fail, and obstacles and difficulties in his 
path seem but to serve as an impetus for renewed effort on his part. 

Mr. Smith now occupies a magnificent home in Osage. He was married on 
the 12th of August, 1874, to Miss Mary Alice Crego, a native of Constantine. 
Michigan, born June 12, r856, a daughter of Rule£ and Charlotte A. (Hutchins) 
Crego. The marriage of Mr. and Mrs. Smith was celebrated in Osage and to 
them have been born seven children: Fred Crego, living in Osage; Leland .-\ .. 
who is located at Spirit Lake, Iowa·; Stanley R., living at Tripoli, Iowa; Jessie 
S., the wife of R. L. Leach, of Adel, Iowa; Lloyd G., whose home is in Emmets­
burg, this state; and Richard J. and Merrill G., both of whom are in Charles 
City, Iowa. 

Mr. Smith has been a prominent factor in political circles since r887. when 
he was elected to represent Mitchell county in the general assembly, in which he 
made so creditable and commendable a record that in r889 he was reelected to 
that position. In r899 he was chosen state senator from the district comprised 
of Mitchell, vVorth and ·winnebago counties. He was reelected until his sen·ice 
in the upper house had covered thirteen years and in both houses seventeen years. 
For five consecutive sessions he was elected president pro tem of the senate. He 
was also chairman of the ways and means committee for three sessions and \vas 
on many other important committees. He was likewise chairman of the com­
mittee on retrenchment and reform for three sessions and his public work has 
been of an important, farreachirig and beneficial character. Other political honors 
of a still higher nature would have been accorded him had he been ambitious in 
that direction. but he declined to become a candidate. Fraternally he is con­
nected with the Masons, holding membership in lodge, chapter and commandery 
in Osage and in Za-ga-zig Temple of the ::\Iystic Shrine at Des Moines. He is 
also a member of the Knights of Pythias, \vhile his religious faith is that of the 
Congregational church. High and honorable principles have guided him in his 
career and by the exercise of his native talents, which are of a superior order. he 
has long maintained a foremost position among the prominent citizens of his state. 

While going to press news comes that Mr. Smith passed away January 12. 1918.

Senator Proudfoot spoke briefly as follows:

The tributes by the senators from Lee and Appanoose have taught me 
also to second the motion for the adoption of these resolutions. 

My first legislative experience in this chamber was spent with Senator 
McManus through two sessions. I remember him as a jovial, witty Irish· 
man. I remember him as I last saw him. I was driving through the city 
of Keokuk and, of course, I couldn't drive in and drive out without calling 
on my old friend and so I went to the postoffice where he was then serving 
as postmaster of the city of Keokuk and we visited awhile and he stood on 
the stone steps as I drove away in the splendid summer afternoon and bade 
me good-bye, never to meet again in this world. 

I hope I may emulate some of the splendid characteristics, some of the 
splendid qualities of this man whose memory we now commemorate 

JAMES A. SMITH. 

Senator Kingland, from a special committee, submitted the fol­
lowing report and moved its adoption: 

MR. PRESIDENT-Your committee appointed to prepare resolutions com­
memorating the life, character and public services of James A. Smith beg 
leave to submit the following report: 

James Albert Smith was born in the village of Castile, Wyoming county, 
New York, February 4, 1851, of New England parentage. He received his 
education in the local district schools and at the age of eighteen came west 
and settled at Osage, Mitchell county, Iowa, which was his permanent resi­
dence at the time of his death. He was married in 1874 to Mary Alice 
Crego He passed away at his winter home in Pasadena, Calif., January 
12, 1918. He left surviving him his estimable wife and seven children, six 
sons and one daughter: Fred C. Smith, Lee A. Smith, Stanley R. Smith, 
IJoyd Smith, Richard J. Smith, Merrill G. Smith and Mrs. Robert Leach. 
His son, Stanley R. Smith, was an active member 'in the House of Repre· 
sentatives of the 1'hirty-seventh General Assembly, having been eiected 
from Bremer county, Iowa. 
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For several years after coming to Osage he was actively engaged in civil 
engineering. He was for a time engaged in the grocery business together 
with a brother and later he and his brother engaged in the lumber busi­
ness, in which business he continued until the time of his death. His 
brother died many years ago and James A. Smith continued in the lumber 
business and was so eminently succpssful that at the time of his death he 
was at ttte head of one of the largest businesses of the kind in the middle 
west, and he had at the time of his death amassed a larp personal for­
iune. He was at the time of his death president of the James- A. Smith 
Lumber Company, the Royal Lumber Company, the Smith-Hovelson Lum­
ber Company, the Smith-Thielen Lumber Company, the Superior Lumber 
<.nd Coal Company, all with headquarters in Osage and with branch offices 
in Iowa, Minnesota, Dakota and Nebraska, these companies having in all 
about seventy-five branch offices. He was also vice pres1dent of the Farm­
ers National Bank of Osage and had other banking connections at Osage 
Pond other places. 

t-· 
In 1887 Senator Smith was elected as trustee of Iowa College, now Grin-

nell College, :illd served in this capacity until the time of his death. In 
accordance with his desire?/his sons and daughter att€mded this college and 
he was liberal in suppoy of its endowment. He was a prominent mem­
ber of the Congregational t:hurch of Osage and took great interest in the 
work of the church. The last time that he served at any public- gathering 
in Osage or Mitchell county was at the annual church meeting the day 
before he left for California for the last time, and he spoke with consider­
able emphasis of the interest he took in his home church and the prospects 
for its future, and had in mind the sixtieth anniversary of the church, to 
be held in November, 1918. His interest in the church was emphasized by 
his presence at practically all church services and by his most liberal sup· 
port and in his will, which was drawn several years before his death, he 
made substantial provisions for the financial benefit of his home church as 
well aR for other churchs, and educational work. 

He was a York Rite Masch and a member of the Shrine. He was also 
a member of the Knights of Pythias. 

The worth of the man and the esteem in "which he was held by his fel­
low mep is best shown by the many positi~us of public trust to which he 
was ~led and beginning at an early time Jh his career. He served several 
terms on the school board and the city c?uncil of Osage. He was elected to 
rnd served in the House of Representatives in the Twenty-second, Tewnty­
third General Assemblies of Iowa and in the Iowa Senate without inter­
ruption in the Twenty-eighth, Twenty-ninth, Thirtieth. Thirty-first. Tl1irty­
second, and extra session of the Thirty-second, Thirty-third :md Thirty­
fourth oGeneral Assemblies. During the last part of his service he was 
presid-6nt pro tern of the Senate and cj;J:airman of the appropriations com­
mittee. He was generally regarde,<;.Ao be one of the ablest men in the 
Iowa Senate, and while a Republican in politics, he was accorded the 
deepest respect alike by Republicans ~nd Democratic members. 

The high esteem in which he was held is well attested by the fact tlBt 
bis funeral was largely attended by prominent and influential men of the 
state and from the expressions of some of these who had been close to him 
and knew best his principles and his motives in his public career. and 
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we take the liberty of making excerpts fr<Jm the testimony of appreciation 
1:elivered by some of these in honor of their deceased friend and co-worker. 

Hon. A. B. Funk said: 
"Senator Smith seemed to have years of service and satisfaction yet due 

him. He had lived well within the rules which make for length of days. 
He had never permitted appetite to menace health or minimize strength. 
He was clean in mind and heart and habit. 'Why such a man and such a 
life should be denied .the alloted span of existence, we may not know and 
it is idle to cavil with destiny. 

"While Senator Smith was prepared to live in enjoyment and useful­
ness, he was by no means unprepared for life's greatest adventure, even 
nnrelentting death itself. He had not neglected to apply mind and heart 
to the problems of eternity. All the years of his life, he had lived in faith 
bt!J!eving, and, in death, he was soothed and sustained by an unfaltering 

in the sublime promises of revealed religion. The living mourn their 
r; not his. He fought a good fight and kept the faith. He achieved 

iargely and honoril bly in affairs material. He made distinct impression 
upon a generation o.f important history and experience. He leaves seven 
•:hildren worthy of their sterling parentage. There is bereavement deep 
and abiding in the ·Shadow of this decree of destiny but those who mourn 
are substantially sustained by memories precious and practical. More 
<:nd more will they realize how very much of a man was the Honorable 
J<tmes A. Smith." 

United States Senator A. B. Cummins said of him: 

"I feel so keenly the loss of a dear personal friend that it is with great 
:1ifficu1ty I bring myself to give an estimate of his worth as a Republican. 
I have known him for thirty years and during much of the time, intimately. 
Above anything else, he was a man of perfect courage and there are not 
many of them. What he believed to be right, he would say and do, no 
matter what the consequenc.es might be. He was high minded and unsel­
fish and his first concern was always for his country, his state, his family, 
<:nd his friends. He was strong and infiuential -~ecause, when he believed 
in a cause, he fought for it with unrelenting zeal. His place will not easily 
be filled in either the industrial. political or social life of the state." 

Perhaps no better eulogy could be paid to any man than the following 
:·ound in an article written to his memory in one of the local papers of his 
home town, because it is a tribute to the motives and the principle of the 
man, and after all these are the most important, and we gladly quote this 
: xtract from the article referred to: 

"The strength and m:efulness of J::me3 A. Smith v;a; r~;;-,dl3re better 
exemplified than in public sE'I'vice. Ele~ted to the House of Reprr:osenta­
::ves in 1887, he ~cquir-eJ influence and promoted achic'Vement. \\'hen ho 
(lltered the Senate in lDOO he was at his be3t in manhood (]eYc;lopment. 
~~,l»:t::!~ his servjl:c in the Hnuse he h:ul acqu~rcU poise and ripen;;.:d judg-
,J \ 
i }While losing nothing in prac:kal Eympathy for the public welfare 
r:; ··c>~ courage an(] UcPinl prc·motion. Probably the richest man in th<> \l'llDlc 
,- f that august body, he [:.:tood un!1inchil:gly for n1easures leYying t:fihute 
'.Ipon the wealthY. Hr did all he could tn secure the enactment (If ;:n jn­
!writance tax Ja,~· which wuuJ(l.lla\·e C\l:'t his estate fortY or fifty thousand 
::ollars. Closely allied witll 'big bu~illEi':O,' llr voted just burde~s upon his 
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class and upon himself. The free pass had been to him a valued privilege, 
yet he led the fight for its abolishment. When the public welfare was in­
volved, when public morals were menaced, he asked no favors and he 
yielded none. !'\either the party lash nor the appeals of comradeship could 
make him sacrifice his conception of public duty. He could have\ been more 
of a leader of legislation had he been more disposed to compromise and 
to apply his criticisni with more politic discretion, but no senator, leader 
or otherwise, exercised more influence for the better purposes of legislation 
or as much influence in defeating unworthy or impractical measures. When 
Jame~ A. Smith took the floor to diagram inconsistency or to excoriate 
evil design it was apt to be very hard sledding for 'the bill.' He hated 
shams. He had no patience with compromise that involved sacrifice of 
principle. He scorned the arts of insincerity and indiscretion. It was 

·never difficult to locate the senator from Mitchell without waiting for the 
roll call." 

, 
As Carlisle said, it may be said of the Honorable James A. Sm.ith: 

"When he departed, he took a man's life with him." 

Thus it is, one by one they are called, some in infancy, some in old age, 
and others in their prime, or just when, from their broad and versatile 
experience, high and noble natures, they are most useful, to their fellow 
men, their state and nation. At just such a time, was the life of James 
Albert Smith suddenly terminated. He was in a position to give strong 
advice concerni.ng matters of highest importance in the state and no other 
man in the state was better read nor more fully in\ormed on national prob­
lems than was this state senator. If he had soug'lt higher offices within 
or without the state, he would have honored the office, be it that of gov­
ernor or congressman, and his constituents would have made proud. 
His family mourn his departure, the community sadly miss his genial 
nature and wise counsel, and the state of Iowa has lost one of its biggest 
men. 

Therefore Be It Resolved, That the Senate has heard with deep sorrow 
and regret of his death and that it recognizes the high character of his 
service to this state, and in his death the state has lost a worthy, distin­
guished and noble citizen, and, 

Be It Resolved, That this Senate extend to his family its sincere sym­
pathy in their great bereavement, and, 

Be It Fu1·ther Resolved, That these resolutions be entered upon the Sen-
ate journal and a copy sent to the bereaved family of the deceasd.
