Mr, Greene was cited as an
example of how a handicapped
man could succeed. He had lost
a hand in a railroad accident
as a young man and had been
given a job as a crossing flag-
man because he was no longer
able to continue in train serv-
ice.

In later vnn Mr. Greene’s
flagman’s shanty at the 18th
Place crossing became the
center of Clinfon political ac-
fivity. Anyone who wanted e
discuss politics or city busi-
ness went to the crossing.
