L. W. Boe Died Sunday at
Home in Northheld
Minnesota

President Lars W. Boe, 67, of St
OClaf college died early Sunday. He
s well-known in the Lutheran
Lurch, eing a member of the Na-
tonal  Lutheran council and the
ILutheran world convention and
had been active in  Lutheran Te-
lizjous and educational activities
stnee his ordination in 1901.

After serving as pastor of Lu-
theran congregations at Lawler, he

In 1926 Dr. Boe was docorated with
the order of St. Olaf by King
Haukon of Norway and in 1940 he
was appointed Commander of the
Order of St. Olaf by the king for
distinguished service to the church
and state.

Dr. Boe was elected in 1909 to
the general assembly of the Iowa
state legislature and served one
term as representative from Win-
nebago county and in 1913 was
elected to a term in Jowa senate.
He declined requests of republi-
can leaders to be a candidate
for governor of Iowa, declaring his
fleld was the ministry. Since 1939
he was vice president of the. Nor-
wegian historical association.
