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William T. Gilmore

1858 — 1935

Born July 19, 18566, at Belle-
fontaine, Ohlo, Mr. Gilmore
came with his parents to
Tipton when he was but six
weeks old, and hus resided
in Tipton all his life. Ag a
boy he attended the local
public schools, and later
graduated from JIowa State
College. Engaged in clothing
business for a number of
vears: eerved the Cedar Co.
State Bank as director, vice-
president and president; was
member of the Tipton city
council five years. Mem-
ber State Historical Soclety
number of years; was alter-
nate ¢o republican national
convention in the year 1920.
In 1920 Mr. Gilmore was
elected state representative;
re-elected in 1922 ang 1926.
Was member of Knights of
Pythlas, Masonic Lodge, the
Conelstory and Mystic Shrine
and also county farm bureau
for a number of years.

He passed away at his
home {n Tipton, Sunday night
May 5th, at the age of 78
years, 9 months, 16 days.
