state. He can still remember the hardships endured by the pioneers 
at a time when there was practically no money in the community 
and when labor was extremely scarce. The trading points were a 
great distance apart and all the. necessities of life were secured by 
ba~ter. The price paid for produce was very low, a large load of 
wheat often selling for ten dollars. lVl r. and lVIrs. lVleyer raised 
their family amid these pioneer conditions and worked together 
for the accomplishment of success, attaining finally a comfortable 
fortune. The father has now retired from active life and is living 
in his modern residence in Readlyn. Jn this family were five diil­
dren: Herman H., who was born November 8, r 87r, and \'Vho now 
resides in l'vlaxfield township; F. H., born November r6, r873, also 
a resident of Readlyn; Louis H., of this review; l'v1rs. \Vilhelmina 
Kehe, who was born November 5, r 879, and ,"\,ho makes her home 
in Readlyn; and Anna, who was born April 24, r884, and who 
resides at home. 

Louis H. Meyer grew to manhood in l'vlaxfield township, 
acquiring his education in the district schools. When he began his 
independent career he turned his attention to farming and contin­
ued to engage in this occupation until 1905. He then moved to 
Readlyn and engaged in the stock-buying business, with which he 
is still successfully connected.

Among the men who took an active part in pt:omoting the busi­
ness development of Plainfield and of Bremer county was num- ~ 

be red _T ohn Roach, who in r 870 established the elevator business 
now conducted by the firm of Roach Brothers : Through his en­
ergy, entnprise and capable management John Roach laid the 
foundation of the present large concern and he developed the busi­
ness along progressive and modern lines until his death. He was 
born in Kilkenny, 1 reland, and was a son of Peter Roach, also a 
native of the Emerald isle . The father came to America in r8q 
and settled first in New York, whence he moved to Chicagu, Illi­
noi s, where he had some brothers engaged in bu i I ding steamboats 
for the lake trade . Peter Roach in ves ted in this business , which, 
however, eventually failed, ca usi ng an l:Strangement between the 
partners. 

John Roach lost hi s mother when he was still a child and was 
adopted by an English family nam ed Ainsworth, under wlwse care 
he acquired a limitl:d educatiCJn. He remained \\'ith them until he 
was fifteen years of age and then enlisted in Cl>mpany 13, Eighth 
Illinois Cavalry, and after participatin _t.; in many rJt the most im­
prHtant errgagcments oi the Civil \Var was wounded in a sk irmi sh 
at ]{ector, Virginia. He served faithfully until the close r>f hos­
tilities and \\'as hCJnorahl y di sc harged Junes , r8(J5. After the war
