H. Guy Roberts was bol'n on a farm near Mount Ayr, Ringgold 
County, Iowa, on April 13, 1878, and passed away May 20, 1955. He 
was the son of Horace and Eliza Roberts. 

Mr. Roberts was born in a log cabin, and lived on a farm most of 
his life. He attended public school until he was 12 years of age. He 
attended Humeston Normal College for two months when he was called 
home by the death of his mother.
