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a Mr. Putney was born in Grundy
Lenter, jowa, on MNovember 3,
1899, the son of William Harris
and Mary Anna Baldwin Putney.
He attended the Cedar Falls public
schools, the University of Morth-
etn Jowa and lowa State Univer-
sity. He was married to Genova
Eldridge on June 6, 1928.

Mr. Putney was a veteran of
World War 1, and a former high
school principal and athletic
coach. He eatered private busi-
aess in 1920 and was actively
engaged in hatchery, feed manu-
facturing and farm supply busi-
nesses in Gladbrook and Marshali-
town until his retivement in 1955.
From 1955 until his death, he
managed numerous farm interests
and was active in the production of
Aberdeen Angus cattle.

A former mayor and councilman
of Gladbrook, Mr. Putney was
clected to the Jlowa FHouse of
Representatives in 1944 where he
served for five terms. He was
named Speaker Pro Tem of the
54th General Assembly. In 1954
Putney was elected 1o the State
Senate and re-clected to a second
term in 1958. In 1961 he was
named Chairman of the State
Board of Social Welfare. He com-
pleicd a six-year term as a
member of that board in 1967,

Mr. Putney was active in
masonic aff.nrs, a member of El
Kahir Shrine, Phi Sigma Epsiion
Fraternity and the ' Gladbrook
United Methodist Church.
