In spite of the 1964 Democ ratic landslide, Senator Stanley was elected by
a majority of more than 4, 000 vottes and received 60 per cent of the total vote
in his district. In 1966 he was re:-elected by an overwhelming 73 per cent
majority, carried every precinct in both counties, and received more votes than
any other candidate of either party.

He makes weekly reports: to the pébple by newspaper and radio during
legislative sessions, and holds weekly ''"Tell Your Senator' meetings to dis-
cuss state laws with all interested citizens.
