Three genera· 
tions of the Rensink family lived in the T· 
Shaped house that was built in 1880. In the 
summer of 1987 the T-Shaped house was repla­
ced by a modem Ranch Style home. 

Deb and I feel privileged to be the fourth 
generation of Rensin.ks to make our livelihood 
here. We too will strive to teach our children as 
they did, to trust in the Lord and work together 
as a family.

On January 17, 1880 Gerrit Rensink (known 
as G.H. Rensink) and Gazena Heunink Ren­
sink welcomed a baby boy and they named him 
Henry WilHam. He waa known as H.W. Reo­
sink. 

In the Netherlands Gerdena Voortman, 
daughter of Manus and Reintie Voortman was 
born on June 5, 1877. She came with her 
widowed mother and three brothers and two 
sisters to the United States when she was 
si.xteen years.

27, 1963, and is buried in the Sioux Center 
cemetery.
