Purpose and Summary
    Since the conditions for learning survey is no longer required for the Elementary and Secondary Education Act, as most recently amended by the Every Student Succeeds Act, accountability for all public schools, the survey is being removed from the Department’s rules concerning the charter school performance framework. This rulemaking makes that technical correction to the performance framework in the Department of Education’s rules.

    ITEM 1.  Amend rule 281—19.9(256E) as follows:
281—19.9(256E) Performance framework. The performance provisions within each charter school’s contract are governed by Iowa Code section 256E.9. This framework includes the items in Iowa Code section 256E.9(1), including student academic growth and proficiency in English language arts on statewide outcome assessments, student academic growth and proficiency in mathematics on statewide outcome assessments, and conditions for learning any other data (as mandated by Iowa’s state plan under the Every Student Succeeds Act).
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
