Purpose and Summary
    This proposed rulemaking rescinds Chapter 3, “Commission on Aging.” The Commission was eliminated by 2024 Iowa Acts, House File 2673. The proposed rulemaking also rescinds Chapter 23, “Aging and Disability Resource Center,” since the makeup and functions of Aging and Disability Resource Centers were modified by section 153 of 2024 Iowa Acts, House File 2673. To coincide with the rescission of Chapter 23, an Aging and Disability Resource Centers chapter will be repromulgated as 441—Chapter 224 in a separate proposed rulemaking.
