272.3 Membership.

The board of educational examiners consists of eleven members. Two must be members of the general public
and the remaining nine must be licensed practitioners. One of the public members shall also be the director of
the department of education, or the director's designee. The other public member shall be a person who does
not hold a practitioner's license, but has a demonstrated interest in education. The nine practitioners shall be
selected from the following areas and specialties of the teaching profession:

1. Elementary teachers.

2. Secondary teachers.

3. Special education or other similar teachers.

4. Counselors or other special purpose practitioners.

5. Administrators.

6. School service personnel.

A magjority of the licensed practitioner members shall be nonadministrative practitioners. Four of the
members shall be administrators. Membership of the board shall comply with the requirements of sections
69.16 and 69.16A. A quorum of the board shall consist of six members. The director of the department of
education shall serve as the chairperson of the board. Members, except for the director of the department of

education, shall be appointed by the governor and the appointments are subject to confirmation by the senate.
