1 PROTECTION OF THE FAMILY AND DEPENDENT PERSONS, §726.5

726.5 Nonsupport.

A person, who being able to do so, fails or refuses to provide support for the person’s child
or ward under the age of eighteen years for a period longer than one year or in an amount
greater than five thousand dollars commits nonsupport; provided that no person shall be
held to have violated this section who fails to support any child or ward under the age of
eighteen who has left the home of the parent or other person having legal custody of the
child or ward without the consent of that parent or person having legal custody of the child
or ward. “Support”, for the purposes of this section, means any support which has been fixed
by court order, or, in the absence of any such order or decree, the minimal requirements of
food, clothing or shelter. Nonsupport is a class “D” felony.
