276.9 Duties of local advisory council.
The local advisory council shall:
1. Determine needs and priorities and provide programs to serve the needs of the

community located within the attendance boundaries of an individual school.
2. Provide programming which is available to any community resident.
3. Promote meaningful involvement of the total neighborhood community in its

identification and resolution of school and community concerns.
4. Mobilize available human and financial resources of the community to meet the wants

and needs in that neighborhood community.
5. Use existing programs and community resources for delivery of services whenever

feasible.
6. Use funds as allocated by district-wide advisory council after budget approval by board.
7. Evaluate the success of programs in meeting needs, interests, and concerns and in

resolving responsible needs and concerns.
