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CHAPTER 39
EDUCATION PROGRAM

223—39.1(303) Purpose. The Education Program provides educational services to the public
concerning many topics. Printed materials, audiovisual materials, and staff presentations are available.

223—39.2(303) Regulations. The Education Program shall operate in accordance with the National
Historic Preservation Act of 1966 and the Program Guidelines-NPS 49, Chapters 12 and 13.

223—39.3(303) Procedure. Services are provided to individuals or organizations on a first-come,
first-served basis. Fees may be charged to cover expenses. Requests for services may be directed to the
Iowa History Resource Center, State Historical Society of lowa, Capitol Complex, Des Moines, lowa
50319, (515)281-6860.
