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CHAPTER 6
CONTESTED CASES

421—6.1(17A) Adoption by reference.   The department of human rights hereby adopts the contested
cases segment of the uniform rules on agency procedure printed in the first volume of the Iowa
Administrative Code, with the following amendments:

1. In lieu of the words “(agency name)”, insert “department of human rights”.
2. In lieu of the words “(designate official)”, insert “director”.
3. In subrule 7.3(2) delete the words “or by (specify rule number)”.
4. In lieu of the words “(agency specifies class of contested case)”, insert “division contested

cases”.
5. In lieu of the words “(specify office and address)”, insert “Department of Human Rights, Lucas

State Office Building, Des Moines, Iowa 50319”.
6. In lieu of the words “(designate office)”, insert “department of human rights”.
7. In lieu of the words “(agency to designate person to whom violations should be reported)”,

insert “director”.
8. In lieu of the words “(board, commission, director)”, insert “director”.
9. In lieu of the words “(the agency)”, insert “department of human rights”.
These rules are intended to implement Iowa Code chapter 17A as amended by 1998 Iowa Acts,

chapter 1202.
