481—103.1(99B) Definitions. In addition to definitions found in Iowa Code chapter 99B and in
rule 481—100.1(99B), the following definitions apply to all qualified organizations where bingo is played.
“Cash” means any legal tender of the United States.
“Category” means the name given to a particular type of playing face to distinguish one from another.
“Limited license” means a 14-day license issued only to a qualified organization. There are no limits on
the number of games played or occasions held, except that only two bingo occasions may be held during
the period of 14 days, with no limit on the number of bingo games or the number of hours played during
each designated bingo day.
“Playing face” means the grid on which a player marks numbers and letters called as the game

progresses.
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
