
441—125.6(237) Information on the child placed in the home. 
125.6(1) Information about the child. Kinship foster caregivers shall maintain a separate file of 

information on the child placed in the home to include contact information for all medical, dental, vision, 
hearing and mental health professionals for the child; current medications for the child; school reports and 
school pictures received; and the date, name, address and phone number of the person to whom the child 
was discharged at the end of placement. This file shall be provided to the department or the child’s parent 
or guardian when the child leaves the placement. 

125.6(2) Confidentiality. Kinship foster caregivers shall maintain confidentiality regarding the child 
in their placement, except as required to comply with rules on mandatory reporting of child abuse and 
with the child’s case permanency plan. Kinship foster caregivers shall not without parent, guardian and 
department consent post pictures or information concerning the child on any internet website.
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
