i ndi genous to the North American continent, and nmany
menbers of society have not had an equal opportunity
to learn English.

c. The ability to conmunicate in English and ot her
| anguages has pronoted and can further enhance lowa's
economic, political, and cultural vitality, and
contributes to the state's productivity and nati onw de
conpetitiveness.

d. Fundanental values and state and nationa
docunents ensure tol erance and respect for diversity
and guarantee all persons equal protection under the
| aw.

e. A need exists for a vastly expanded network of
facilities for conprehensive English | anguage
instruction and services to ensure that all persons in
the state have the ability to exercise the rights and
responsibilities of full participation in society. A
need exists to offer English as a primary | anguage in
cl asses at lowa community coll eges, state
uni versities, and public schools.

f. A need exists to foster nultiple | anguage
skills anmong all people in the state in order to
pronote lowa's position in the world narketplace and
to strengthen lowa's conduct of relations with other
countri es.

g. A need exists to endorse the concept of English
Plus in order to pronote public civility and the
fundanment al val ues and obj ectives of society.

2. Laws containing restrictionist |anguage shal
not be enacted in lowa that will inpede a citizen's
right to vote, infringe on a citizen's civil rights,
foster governmental interference in private activity
and free comerce, or cause social disunity."
