Mr. Istad was married Novem-
ber 26, 1908, to Miss Clara-Woldt,

daughter,
Ralph Presion. On January 26,
1916, he was married to his first
wife's sister, Miss Bertha Woldt,
who with another daughter, Emma,
at home, survive. Mr. Ilstud was
the Iast member of his immediate
Iamily.

After many years of energetic
and suecessful farming, Mr. Istad
and Tamily moved to Decorah in
1922 and acquired a fine home here.
This city was the family residence
until a few months ago, when he
and his wile went back to the
farm home to be with the two
daughters and son-in-law. Mr,
Istad had been in poor health for
a wear or more, and after consul-
tation with many physicians and
an operalion a few months ago,
looked forward to a period of rest
and recuperation among the mem-
bers of his immediate family on
the old home farm. A little more
than two wecks ago he took a sud-
den turn for the worse, and aflter
considerable suffering. passed a-
way early Sunday morning,
Andrew Istad was a man who
inspired the confidence and afTec-
tion of all his acquaintances and
their confidence in him was never
misplaced. He served his town-
ship as clerk, asscssor, trustee and
echool board president. During
his residence in Decorah he was
elected alderman of his ward. He
served two terms as member of
the county Board of Supervisors,
and in 1926 and again in 1928 was
clected State Representative where
he served with special credit. One
of the most prominent members
of that legislature, Senator Char-
les Benson of Clayton counly, has
many times lold the writer that
Andrew Istad was one of the most
trustworthy, honorable legislators
lie ever knew, who always obtiin-
cd the most complete information
possible aboul any question com-
ing before that body, and then vo-
ted his honest convictions.

One of the offices which Mr,
Istad held, an office giving special
opportunity for real service to hu-
manily, was overscer of the poor.
Ile probably took more pride in
this ofTice than any other he ever
held becouse of the opportunily
it gave him for inlellizent ond
charitable service to the unfor-
lunate.

Mr. Istad during all his aclive
yeoars was a prominent member
ber of the First Lutheran church
of Decornh (it member of its first
confirmation class) and lived a life
of true Christian service lo his
church, his family, his commun-
ity, his county, state and nalion,
