AN ACT

RELATING TO PURCHASING PREFERENCES FOR IOWA-BASED PRODUCTS AND

SERVICES.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF IOWA:

Section 1. Section 73.1, Code 2003, is amended by adding

the following new unnumbered paragraph:

NEW UNNUMBERED PARAGRAPH. All requests for proposals for

materials, products, supplies, provisions, and other needed

articles and services to be purchased at public expense shall

not knowingly be written in such a way as to exclude an Iowa-
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based company capable of filling the needs of the purchasing

entity from submitting a responsive proposal.
