SUPPLEMENTING APPROPRIATIONS MADE FOR THE FISCAL YEAR
BEGINNING JULY 1, 2002, TO THE DEPARTMENTS OF HUMAN
SERVICES, CORRECTIONS, AND PUBLIC SAFETY, AND TO THE STATE
PUBLIC DEFENDER, AND PROVIDING EFFECTIVE DATE AND
