AN ACT

RELATING TO MAINTENANCE OF A VOTER REGISTRATION SYSTEM SEPARATE

FROM THE STATE VOTER REGISTRATION SYSTEM AND PROVIDING AN

EFFECTIVE DATE.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF IOWA:

Section 1. Section 47.7, subsection 2, paragraph b. Code

Supplement 2005, is amended to read as follows;

b. On or after January 1, 2606 2007, a county shall not

establish or maintain a voter registration system separate

from the state voter registration system. Each county shall

provide to the state registrar the names, voter registration

information, and voting history of each registered voter in

the county in the form required by the state registrar.
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Sec. 2, EFFECTIVE DATE. This Act, being deemed of

immediate importance, takes effect upon epa'c€i^nb
