2005, is amended to read as follows:

13. Upon payment of the fee of thirty five dollars for a

lifetime fishing license or lifetime hunting and fishing

combined license, the department shall issue a lifetime

fishing license or lifetime hunting and fishing combined

license to a resident of Iowa who is a veteran, as defined in

section 35.1, or served in the armed forces of the United

States for a minimum aggregate of ninety days of active

federal service and who was disabled or was a prisoner of war

during that veteran's military service.
