RELATING TO ENERGY CONSERVATION STANDARDS INCLUDED IN THE
STATE BUILDING CODE FOR NEW SINGLE-FAMILY OR TWO-FAMILY
RESIDENTIAL CONSTRUCTION.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF IOWA:

Section 1. Section 103A.8A, Code 2005, is amended to read
as follows:

103A.8A MINIMUM ENERGY EFFICIENCY STANDARD.

The state building code commissioner shall adopt as a part
of the state building code a requirement that new single-
family or two-family residential construction shall meet-an
estabtished-minimum-energy-effictenecy-standard---Fhe-standard
shati-be-stated-in-terms—of-the-home-heating-index-devetoped
by-the-physies-department-at-fowa-state-university-of-seience
and-teechnoetegy-—-Fhe-minimum-standard-shati-be-the-average
energy-censumption-eof-new-singte-famity-or-two-famity
residentiat-construction-as-determined-by-a-survey-conducted
by-the-department-of-naturat-resources-of-the-average-aetuat
energy-consumptieny-as-expressed-in-terms—of-the-home-heating

index comply with energy conservation requirements. The

requirements adopted by the commissioner shall be based upon a

nationally recognized standard or code for energy
conservation. The minimum-standard requirements shall only

apply to single-family or two-family residential construction
commenced after the adoption of the standard requirements.
This chapter shall not be construed to prohibit a governmental
subdivision from adopting or enacting a minimum energy
standard which is substantially in accordance and consistent

with medet energy codes and standards developed by a
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nationally recognized organization in effect on or after July
1, 2002. A governmental subdivision that adopts or enacts a
minimum energy standard which is substantially in accordance
and consistent with medet energy codes and standards developed
by a nationally recognized organization shall adopt or enact
any update or revision to the medet energy codes and
standards. '
