AN ACT

RELATING TO MONEYS APPROPRIATED TO THE DEPARTMENT OF ECONOMIC

DEVELOPMENT FOR REGIONAL TOURISM MARKETING PURPOSES.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF IOWA:

Section 1. Section 99F.llr subsection 3, paragraph e,

subparagraph (2), as enacted by 2006 Iowa Acts, chapter 1151,

section 6, is amended to read as follows:

(2) One-half of the moneys remaining after the

appropriation in subparagraph (1) is appropriated to the

community development division of the department of economic

development for the purposes of regional tourism marketing.

The monevs appropriated in this subparagraph shall be

disbursed to the department in quarterlv allotments. However,
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none of the moneys appropriated under this subparagraph shall

be used for administrative purposes.
