INSURANCE BENEFITS AND PROVIDING PENALTIES.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF IOWA:

Section 1. Section 96.11, subsection 6, paragraph b, Code
2007, is amended by adding the following new subparagraph:

NEW SUBPARAGRAPH. (4) The department shall hold
confidential unemployment insurance information received by

the department from an unemployment insurance agency of
another state.

Sec. 2. Section 96.11, subsection 6, paragraph f, Code
2007, is amended to read as follows:

f. An-emptoyee-of-the-departmenty—-an—administrative-taw
judger—or—a-member-of-the—-appeat-beard-who-viotates-this
subseetion-is—-guittyr-upon-convietiony-of-a-serious
misdemeanoers A public official or an agent or contractor of a
public official who receives information pursuant to this

subsection or a third party other than an agent who acts on

behalf of a claimant or employver and who violates this

subsection is quilty, upon conviction, of a serious

misdemeanor. For the purposes of this subsection, "public

official" means an official or employee within the executive
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or local government, or an elected

branch of federal, state,
official of the federal or a state or local government.
