BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF IOWA:

Section 1. Section 613.17, subsection 1, unnumbered
paragraph 1, Code 2009, is amended to read as follows:

A person, who in good faith renders emergency care or
assistance without compensation, shall not be liable for any

civil damages for acts or omissions occurring at the place of
an emergency or accident or while the person is in transit to
. or from the emergency or accident or while the person is at or

being moved to or from an emergency shelter unless such acts
| or omissions constitute recklessness or willful and wanton
misconduct. An emergency includes but is not limited to a
