BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENFRAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF IOWA:

Section 1. Section 261.87, subsection 3, Code 2016, is
amended to read as follows:

3. Extent of scbolar%hip. A qualified student at an
eligible institution mayireceive scholarships for not more than
the equivalent of two full-time academic years of undergraduate
study, excluding summer %emesters. Scholarships awarded
pursuant to this section may, at the qualified student’s
request, be awafdeé—eﬁ—a#—aﬁﬂﬁa%—baﬂés—ef—ﬂemestef disbursed

over a single academic year or two academic years, and shall

not exceed the lesser least of the following amounts, as
determined by the commission:

a. The student’s financial need.

b. ©One-half of the The average resident tuition rate and

mandatory fees establishgd for institutions of higher learning

governed by the state board of regents for a scholarship

disbursed over one acadehic year, or one-half of that amount

for a scholarship disburbed over two academic years.
