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be executed in one or more counterparts by parties located
in different locations, and all such counterparts may be
aggregated to comprise the complete will or codicil of the
testator.

NEW SUBSECTION. 4. Remote will or codicil under disaster
proclamation. BAny will or codicil executed using the remote
signing procedures permitted under the proclamation of disaster
emergency of the governor issued April 2, 2020, and expired
February 15, 2022, shall be deemed to satisfy the presence
requirements of this section if the will or codicil was

executed during the effective period of the proclamation of
disaster emergency.

NEW SUBSECTION. 5. Definition., For purposes of this
section, “presence” means any manner, physical or electronic,
in which the witness and testator can see and hear the acts of
each other in real time.

Sec. 3. RETROACTIVE APPLICABILITY. The following applies
retroactively to wills and codicils executed on or after April
2, 2020:
