EXPLANATION OF HOUSE FILE 758 

This bill imposes an annual fee of fifteen dollars on each tractor or truck­
tractor. The bill also removes the present annual fee of six dollars for 
each trailer or semitrailer. No change is made in the annual fee of five 
dollars on each truck. The revenue-producing effect will remain substan­
tially the same, but the proposed amendment will provide a more suitable 
assessment, consistent with the industry practice of interchanging equip­
ment .
