Following is the fiscal effect in dollars of the legislative proposal as re-
quired by Rule 31:

During the first two year period, January 1, 1971, to December 31, 1973,
Senate File 1181 and the Kyhl amendment to Senate File 1181 would
produce excess revenue over the cost of colored photos totaling about
$4,295,000 per year.

For the years 1973 and 1974 the gross income from drivers licenses
would be from new applications and persons under 21 years of age and
over 65 years of age. The revenue from licenses would be approximately
$900,000 per year.

For 1975 the yearly gross revenue from drivers license fees would be
approximately $2,500,000.
