proposed to be received from property taxation allocated 
to each fund, and the amount proposed to be expended 
during the year plus the amount of cash reserve, based 
on actual experience of prior years, which shall be the 
necessary cash resen'e of the budget adopted excl usi ve 
of capital outlay items. The esimated expenditures
