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EXPLANATION 

Chapter 28D of the Code authorizes any department or agency of 

3 the Federal government or a state or local government to arrange 

4 temporary assignments of personnel to any other federal, state, 

5 or local governmental department or agency. This bill leng·thens 

6 the tine for such assignments from the present one ye~r in a 

7 thirty-six mon·tb period to two twenty-four month periods. It 

8 also provides for a negotiated share arrangement on salary. 

9 This program allows state and local governments to bring 

10 additional talent and expertise to certain agencies during tines 

11 when the needs for such talent are critical. The costs of 

12 unilateral exchange of employees are negotiable but the common 

13 practice appears to be federal subsidization of assignments, 

14 either totally or in part, when the federal government assigns 

15 employees to state and local governments. 
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
