An Act relating to¢ the penalty for violation of the provisiocns

for advertising and selling courses of instruction.
BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ICWA:

Section 1. Section seven hundred thirteen A point five
(713A.5), Code 1973, is amended by striking the secticn and
inserting in lieu thereof the following:

713A.5 PENALTY. Violation of any of the provisions of
this chapter shall be punishable upon conviction by ‘a fine
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not exceeding five hundred dollars or six months in jail,
ox both.
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EXFLANATION
Code section 713A.5 provides for criminal charges and sanc-
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tions. The title of the bill originally enacting the section
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did not state that a penalty was contained in the bill., The
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Supreme Court in State v. Nickelson, 169 N.W. 24 832 (Iowa
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1969), held that a code section was not constitutionally
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enacted since the subject was not clearly expressed in the
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title. This bill attempts to cuxe an "error® by reenacting
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section 713A.5 and stating in the title that a penalty is
part of the subject matter of the bill.
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
