Cities and other political subdivisions must 

designate special parking places to be used by cars displaying 

the special identification devices. Fines of up to one hundred 

dollars are authorized for use of the specially designated 

parking spaces by cars carrying the special identification 

but not being used by handicapped persons, or by cars without 

the special identification. Three or more such violations 

involving misuse of a special identification device will 

subject the holder of the device to revocation of the privilege 

of using it.
