BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF IOWA:
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Section 1. Section two hundred forty-five point fourteen .
(245.14), Code 1975, as amended by Acts of the Sixty-sixth
General Assembly, 1975 Session, chapter one hundred forty-
six (14G6), section one (1), is further amended by striking
the section and inserting in lieu thereof the following:
245,14 CLOTHING, MONLY, AND TRANSPORTATION. When an "

inmate is discharged, paroled, or placed on work release when

her living expenses, the superintendent shall furnish her,
at state expense, transportation to the place in this state
indicated in the inmate's discharge, parole, or work release
plan, appropriate clothing, and money in accordance with the
following schedule:

’ EXPLANATION

The bill provides for the payment of fifty dollars to those
inmates placed on work release when they pay a substantial
part of their living expenses and for an additional fifty
dollar payment for those inmates going from an educational
work release to parole. Such inmates will not be eligible
for the one hundred dollar payment upon parole or discharge.
Transportation is provided to the place indicated in the
inmate's parole, discharge, or work release plans. Presently

transportation is provided to the place of the inmate's choice.
