The report

shall be matted distributed upon request without charge to

each member of the general assembly within-t+en-days-afeer

printing, elected state officers, and department heads. Any

other person who wants a report may purchase a copy for five

dollars per copy. All employees who have drawn salaries,

fees, or expense allowances from more than one department
or subdivision shall be listed separately under the proper
departmental heading.
EXPLANATION
This bill redefines the information which is required to

be printed in the report commonly known as the state salary

book. The bill provides that only those legislators, elected
state officers, and department heads who request a copy shall

receive it at no cost. Other persons who desire a copy would

be able to obtain one at a cost of five dollars per copy.
