In 1973, the Legislative Council was appropriated $50,000
for a special mental health study. The Council delegated
responsibility for this study to the Mental Health and Juvenile
Institutions Study Committee, which encountered a number of
delays in planning and organizing the study. As a result,
the study is only now actuaily getting underway, and the bulk
of the 1973 appropriation remains unspent. This bill delays
the reversion date of the approximately $46,000 remaining
of the original appropriation, and supplements that
appropriation by an additional $4,000 to insure adequate funds

to complete the study as projected.
