Most of the current insvection
intervals remain unchanged except: 1) internal inspections
of sectional cast 1ron steam &nd cast irxon hot water heating
boilers shall be conducted as deemed necessary while external
inspections of the same shall be conducted annually; and 2}
internal inspections of steel hot water boilers shall be
conducted every six years, with annual external inspections.
The bill also provides that speclal inspectors representing
insurance companies must hold a commission from the
commissioner of labor to conduct inspections and must pay

a ten dollar annual fee for the commission.
