This bill makes a supplementary appropriation of $2,500
for the Advisory Commission on Corrections Relief for the
remainder of fiscal 1977. The Commission, which was originally
scheduled to go out of existence March 1, 1977 but was later
extended until June 30, has spent nearly all of the $10,000
originally appropriated for per diem and expenses of its
