EXPLANATION

This bill makes certain revisions in permanent statutes
which are deemed advisable by the Committee on Appropriations.

Section 1 makes the orderly functioning of a correctional
institution, as well as the best interests of the coffender,

a criterion to be taken into consideration in making decisions
regarding the transfer of a prisoner to an institution not
operated by this state, under the interstate corrections
compact.

Sections 2 and 3 specifically empower the Director of the
Division of Adult Corrections to review and approve decisions
of the Superintendent of the Security Medical Facility at
Qakdale concerning admission and discharge of patients of
that facility,

Section 4 requires the Department of Social Services to
draw up minimum standards for regulation of jails by the
Department pursuant to its authority under chapter 356 of
the Code. Section 5 expresses intent that the cost of this
endeavor be paid from the Department's central administration
appropriation for fiscal 1980.
