All moneys received or disbursed
under this section shall be entered in a record book kept
by the clerk, which shall be open to irspeetien-by-the-parties
to~the-ngtion-and-therr-atderneys the public.

EXPLANATION

This bill allows an abstractor or other interested party

to examine court records tc determine the payment of support.

Support includes child support, alimony, and separate mainte-
nance. Current law makes a support judgment an open record
but limits the inspection of support payments to the parties
in the action and their attorneys. This bill takes effect
July 1 following its enactment.
