17 of a nonresident notary expires annually. If the nonresident 
18 notary ceases to work or maintain a place of business in Iowa, 
19 the notary's commission expires. 
20 This bill changes the date of expiration of each notary's 

21 commission. The bill requires the secretary of state to 
22 notify each notary public two months before the notary's 

23 commission expires. 

24 This bill takes effect July 1 following enactment.
