BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF IQWA:
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Section 1. Section 104.11, Code 1981, is amended to read
as follows:

104.11 NONCONFORMING FACILITIES. The commissioner,
pursuant to rule, may grant exceptions and variances from
the requirements of rules adopted for any facility euisting
en-January-3,--3938. Exceptions or variations shall be
reascnably related to the age of the facility, and may be
conditioned upon a repair or modification of the facility
deemed necessary by the commissioner to assure reasonable
saféty. However, no exception or variance may be granted
except to prevent undue hardshipr-ard-ré-exeeptieon-ex-variatien
shall-be-granted-£for-a-period-extending-peyond-£five-years
frem-the-effective-date-of-appiieabie-¥uies. Such facilities
shall be subject to orders issued pursuant to section 104.10.

EXPLANATION

This bill amends the state elevator code with respect to
nonconforming facilities. Present law authorizes exceptions
to and variations from compliance only with respect to
facilities in existence on January 1, 1975, and only for a
period of five years. The amendments would allow exceptions
and variations to be granted by administrative rules for any
facility and for any period of time, as specified in the
rules.

The bill would take effect July 1 following enactment.
