1980. The average 1980 fee \1as $60. Fifty percent of new car purchases are 
made independently of a trade-in of a used car. 

3. Approxir~ately 100,000 used cars are registered in Im1a for the first time each 
year. Fifty percent of used car transactions are made independently of a 
trade-in of a used car.

Amendment 5-5114 to H.F. 808 is a proposal which would replace the present vehicle 
registration procedure by eliminating the current registration year (January 
through December) and replacing it with staggered registration years based on the 

----. birthdate of the vehicle's owner. 

The fiscal impact of 5-5114 to H.F. 808 is based on the following assumptions: 
1. The approximate number of registered vehicles is: 

Automobiles 1,680,000 
Pickups 528,000 
Motocycles 192,000 

2. The average registration fees fOr vehicles are: 
Automobiles $ 42 
Pickups 48 
Motorcycles 8 

3. Vehicle owners' birthdays will be distributed equally among the 12 months. 
4. One-half of the owners with birthdays in January, February, and March will 

chOOSe the option to pay for only a partial year registration during january 
of the implementation year. 

Fiscal Impact: The prinCipal impact of this proposal would be felt in the year in 
which it is implemented. Although no new additional revenue \'lOuld be generated by 
the staggered registrations, the implementation of this system 1'lOuld accelerate the 
payment of registration fees by vehicle owners. This accelerated schedule I,auld 
result in a one-time increase in registration fee revenues to the Road lise 7ax fund 
of $16.1 million in FY '84.
