levy an annual tax not exceeding sixty-seven and one-half
cents per thousand dollars of assessed value of taxable
property for fire protection service or ambulance service
purposes or for both purposes.

EXPLANATION

This bill provides that a township, such as Saylorville
township, which has a common boundary with the city of Des
Moines, may continue to levy up to sixty-seven and one-half
cents per thousand dollars of taxable valuation for fire pro-~
tection or ambuliance service or both services. According
to the 1980 federal decennial census, the city of Des Moines
has less than tw¢ hundred thousand population; therefore,
this change to a population of one hundred eighty thousand
cxr more 1is needed 1f Saylorville or any other qualified
township is to continue the tax levy authorized before the
1980 federal decennial census was taken.

The bill takes effect July 1 following its enactment.
